Remember to leave safficspace
for the hearth extension and mantel. If possibistall the fireplace where it will not be necesst@arycut any
floor or ceiling joists.

As for the chimney’s configuration, there are sal@ossibilities. See Figure #2 to determine theragriate
configuration for your home. The straighter thenohey, the easier it will be to clean and maintain.

For optimal performance, install the chimney indoibrpossible. In areas where temperatures areistently
below freezing (32°F/0°C), installing the chimnaydwors promotes functional problems such as irgefft



draught, excessive creosoting, and difficult fgaition. In addition, outdoor chimneys are subpectlecreases
in pressure and smoke flow reversal. Fireplaceh wittdoor chimneys installed on lower floors (basets)
are particularly prone to smoke flow reversal.

The fastentrg\ss are
located behind the upper and lower louvers. Make s masonry products or acids come into contact
with the trim as these may discolor the finish vhig not under warranty.

Remove all combustible floor coverings, e.gpeting, linoleum, etc., from the area where thepiace is
to be installed.

The fireplace can be installed directly on tleeif or on a platform made of combustible materiaiech as
wood or plywood or any other hard, sturdy surface.

A 48" x 16" (1220 mm x 407 mm) minimum hearthtezssion made of non combustible material is
required. The extension can be installed belovwbts® of the fireplace or flush mounted. (Figures #4

To prevent any burning embers falling between fifeplace and the hearth extension from comirig in
contact with the floor, insert a metal sheet unither front of the fireplace. This sheet must extdfd
(100 mm) on both sides of the fireplace and 2" 1) in front. The non combustible hearth extension
should rest on the 2" (50 mm) band of sheet methabint. You can also prevent embers from fallindhe
joint between the fireplace and the hearth extenisiofilling it with mortar grout.

Install a flexible air duct that is 4" (102 nin
diameter and a maximum length of 20’ (6.1 m). lbager duct is required, increase diameter to &" bu
maximum length will then be 40’ (12.2 m). The odésiair intake must not come from a garage, carport,
basement, attic or the chimney’s enclosure.

Install the outside air inlet in a place whigrie unlikely to become blocked by snow and isl&ed from
high winds. Make sure it is far from the gas meteany other device that may emit fumes or gased) s
as automobile exhaust.

Once you have decided on the location of thside air inlet, drill a 4%" (108 mm) hole in thelv Insert
the inlet grill in the hole from the outside andese it to the wall with four 1" (25 mm) screws.

From the inside, insert the insulated flexithiet and attach it to the inlet grill with aluminwtact tape or

To limit creosoting, it is strongly recommendédt an empty enclosure space be left betweenhineney
stack and the outer framing of the chimney. Makee dhat at all points a minimum clearance of 2"
(51 mm) separates the chimney and any combustiaterrals.

When installing an Excel chimney from ICC thrwall, a floor or a combustible roof, all wood stture
can not be exposed to the radiation from the chyr{part # EWRSI30 or EWRSI45). To correct this, all
installations must have a ventilated flashing whilea chimney is enclosed in an attic and also with
radiation shield tube (Part # ERRS). (Figure #5)

When installing an security chimney S2100+, Db use the 8XRSA+ insulated radiation shield, yatsm
use 8XRSA non insulated radiation shield.

When installing an 1700°F chimney the sidessvaflithe chase must be straight to the roof. (lEigtir2)

NOTE: Since May 1997, whatever the type of fireplac®duwlding, safety standards require that the faee

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MASONRY CHIMNEY INSTALLATION

WARNING: Before starting installation, the masonry chimneymust be inspected by a qualified sweep.

Installation with an 8 in. EXCEL chimney

Installing your fireplace with a masonry chimneill sequires using EXCEL chimney from the top ofeth
fireplace to the wall where it will connect to atéd liner that will run up inside the masonry chéw.

The stainless steel liner should be fitted insfdedlay liner all the way to the top of the masociymney. It is
not meant to replace the clay liner. You can utteeethe EXCEL liner or any other listed liner taxible liner
to ULC-S635, ULC-S640 or UL777.

Special care is to be taken to make sure that ywe la good solid connection between the EXCEL chynn
and the liner. A masonry adaptor (FO-FDM8) was gle=il specially for that purpose and is availabdenfr
your RSF dealer. It will attach to the liner witrstainless rivets (provided) and to the EXCEL cremmwith 3
screws (provided).

After mortaring in place, the connection betweea BXCEL chimney and the liner should not be visiiole
order to isolate the heat released through the finen the fireplace enclosure.

You must install at least one 18" length of EXCHilineney after the EXCEL chimney elbow. The uppermost
part of the excel chimney- where it enters the masohimney — must be a minimum of 12" from thdingi

NOTE: If the ceiling is high enough, you can install aremore EXCEL chimney lengths directly on the
fireplace before the elbow.

To make the hole through the masonry chimney and ni@ the connection to the fireplace, we recommend
that you follow these steps:

1. Sight-in and mark the outline of where the EXGttlimney will penetrate the masonry chimney.

2. Using a large (3/4"-2") masonry drill bit, dril hole exactly in the center of the oval outlikéith a
masonry hammer and drill, slowly enlarge the holéhe size required. Remember to work from theearent
out. Be especially careful with the clay liner behthe brick because three sides of it must st@yace.

Before lighting a fire, make sure there are no flaable liquids, gases or fumes in the room.

4. Before starting each fire, open the flue damysémg the key located in the middle behind the ujpever.
When the fireplace is hot, do not touch the dankpgrwith your bare hands.

5. Open the air intake lever located on the lefiite the lower louver.

6. Prevent smoke flow reversal by preheating thmihy flue. Just hold a torch made of rolled up seaper
towards the smoke chamber for a few minutes.

7. Valcourt fireplaces are designed to burn redsienguantities of wood. Avoid making overly interfges
that would damage the appliance.

8. Use the grate made by VALCOURT. Burn only tharmity of combustible it can contain. Do not burn
garbage, painted wood or wood that has been exposadt water.

9. Always have minimum of 1” accumulation of ashéshe bottom of the fireplace. The grate may defdr
no ashes are left.

10. When using the fireplace for the first timeske small fires to give the firestone time to drggerly. The
appearance of fine cracks in the firestone is nbmnd therefore not hazardous. It is not a mater f
concern.

11. During the first fires, you may detect a certador and the coating and oil protecting certgpliance
parts may smoke a little. If you open a windowsthwill quickly dispel.

12. It could also become necessary to open a winfithe house is too airtight or if a fan is rungin

13. Keep the firescreen closed at all times. If fingplace is left unattended while the fire islldburning,
carefully close the glass doors. Adjust the a@ke lever to its maximum position.

14. Expansion and contraction noises during theitge@and cooling cycle are normal. It is not a rafor
concern.

15. Once the fire is out and the embers have cpolede the flue and the air intake dampers uotil grepare
to light the next fire.

NOTE: Make sure furniture, draperies, and anysekigs are at least 281220 mm) away from the fireplace.

CREOSOTE

When wood burns slowly, it produces tar and othrganic vapors which combines with humidity to proeu
creosote. Creosote vapor condenses in the chinafieselatively cool by the slow fire and coats thside of
the flue with residue. When creosote ignites, ddurces a red-hot, extremely dangerous fire.

It is therefore recommended to make small, brightiyning fires rather than lazy, smoldering firti®t only

will it keep your glass doors and flue cleaner what is most important, it will lessen the likeldd of
chimney fires.

CHIMNEY FIRE SAFETY PROCEDURES

What to do if you suspect a chimney fire has stiarte

Close the fireplace doors.
Alert everyone in the house.
Call the Fire Department if necessary.

MAINTENANCE

Clean color trim with soapy water and a softtcl®o not use any metal polish or abrasives.

Keep the glass relatively clean. Dirty window#l make the fireplace overheat. Wait until theggas cool
before attempting to clean it. Wash the glass witihdow or oven cleaner, dishwashing liquid or jssap

and water. Spray the cleaner on a soft cloth aridbndhe glass, since overspray may discolor cgaiin
metal plating (not covered by the warrant)O NOT use steel wool, soap pads (S.0.S.) or any other
abrasive product since these may scratch the glass.

To remove the ashes, lift the log support. Ratashes in a metal container with an airtightRidce the
container on a non-combustible surface away froynflamnmables until the ashes are cold.

Before each heating season, inspect the intandrexterior of the fireplace and chimney for defects or
deterioration.

To reduce the risk of chimney fires, keep iatigkely clean and regularly check for creosote dupl To
open the rain cap, just unscrew it counter-clockwny layer of creosote greater than 1/8" (3 mimmkt
should be swept. Use a plastic brush to avoid cuirag the flue.

REPLACING GLASS

Do not use the fireplace with a cracked glass.

Here are the steps to replace glass windows oP&rfireplace:

Expansion and contraction noises during the headimd) cooling cycle are normal. Here is how to pn¢ve
smoke flow reversal: position air intake lever taximum, slowly open the fireplace doors beforetiigh the
kindling, make a torch by lighting rolled up newppaand hold it out to the smoke chamber until yeet the
chimney begin to draw.

A properly installed Westmount Fireplace shouldaresmoke. If it does, it will probably be for onétbe
following reasons:

1. The chimney's outdoor installation is defectige incorrect, creating draught reversal problemd, an
consequently, making it difficult to start a fire.

2. The chimney was not adequately preheated. Reeretindit the hotter the fireplace, the better thenoky
draws smoke.

3. The fireplace doors or the air intake damperewadosed too quickly. Adequate air supply is esaktu
sustaining combustion.

4. If the room is too airtight or negative pressheas built in the house and there is no outsidéntake, air
supply to the fireplace will be lower than usuagniporarily open a window near the fireplace to ease
air supply.

5. Any type of fan (range hood or bathroom exhdas} that draws air outside can create negativespre.
Shut off the fan and/or open a window near thefaee to solve this problem.

6. Wet wood smokes more than dry wood. The dampemtood, the less heat it generates and the more
creosote it produces. If the wood being burnecery @damp, inspect the chimney every month it isluse

7. Make sure the chimney is reasonably clean anbstructed.

Check whether the chimney is the recommendeghtianinimum of 3’ (914 mm) from the roof joint. If
not, add more lengths of flue. This will improveadrand reduce the fireplace’s tendency to smoke.

9. Fireplaces with chimneys abutting an unfinisbatkide wall often tend to smoke and are diffi¢caltight.
To prevent these problems, open a window near itlepldce and preheat the chimney by holding a
newspaper torch in the smoke chamber (upper pathefcombustion chamber). Wait long enough to
establish effective draw, then light the fire.

10. Always remove excess ashes before lightingea flaintaining a 1" (2.5 mm) thickness of ashesnoges
combustion and maximizes fire duration.

11. Use only dry wood, i.e. wood that has drieddioe year (15% to 20% humidity). Very dry wood valirn
very well, but will generate a great deal of head will not last.
